Tuition for Graduate Classes

$30,000

Salary for Spanish Instructors

$42,000

Salary for Course Instructor

$20,000

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

For the second year, the District has received grant funds from the Department of Education to continue its work to develop leadership capacity among its principals and assistant principals.  The project name for this grant collaborative is Austin Leadership Development Project for Principals and Assistant Principals.  This is a multifarious project providing 1) Spanish Language/Hispanic Culture instruction for administrators that will culminate with a two-week summer immersion course to be held in a Spanish speaking country; 2) graduate courses based on the Interstate School Leaders Licensure Consortium (ISLLC) national principals’ standards, which will be offered through The University of Texas at Austin and count toward a doctoral degree; 3) an intensive summer Principals’ Institute that will incorporate national experts in the field; and 4) a mentoring program for new principals and assistant principals, new to Texas principals and assistant principals, and those attending graduate classes.

The grant participants include Austin Independent School District, The University of Texas at Austin, and Education Service Center, Region XIII.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

All funding for the Austin Leadership Development Project for Principals and Assistant Principals will come from the grant.  AISD as the Primary Applicant will receive all monies and pay for the tuition and services rendered through a contract with The University of Texas at Austin.
