RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees receive an update of the highlights of the activities of the Citizens’ 2004 Bond Advisory Committee.




BACKGROUND INFORMATION


On January 27, 2003, the Board of Trustees selected the members of the Citizens’ 2004 Bond Advisory Committee and established the following charge:

· Develop new facility and facility improvement recommendations;

· Determine the components of the bond proposal; 

· Recommend the total amount to be included on the bond election ballot;

· Make priority recommendations to the Board of Trustees regarding the scope of work for a proposed 2004 Bond Program based on information provided by staff; and,

· Assist the District in the communication of factual information to the community about the priority recommendations adopted by the Board of Trustees.

The committee has met eight times since its appointment in 

January and has received and reviewed information regarding:

· Bond program tax impact and comparable tax rates of other area school districts;

· Capacity and demographic information;

· New schools;

· Site acquisition;

· Classroom/core additions;

· General bond election information;

· Renovation needs for middle and high schools;

· Districtwide needs;

· Preliminary cost estimates for renovations and construction of new schools and additions;

· Safety and security; and,

· Sports Facilities Task Force recommendations.

In addition to receiving this information, CBAC members have toured four schools (two elementary, on middle and one high school) that are representative of the facility renovation needs throughout the District.


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


As established in the committee’s charge to make priority recommendations to the Board of Trustees regarding the scope of work for a proposed 2004 Bond Program, the tri-chairs of the Citizens’ 2004 Bond Advisory Committee are providing this process update in preparation for the final recommendations that will be forwarded to the Board of Trustees in March of 2004.
