Approval of Permanent Overhead Electrical Utility Easement

RECOMMENDATION
That the Board of Trustees approve the Permanent Overhead Electrical Utility Easement, located at the southern corner of the Toney Burger Activity Center property at Jones Road and Ernest Robles Way/Henry Miller Drive, as described herein.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

As a result of the City of Sunset Valley’s road widening project, an overhead electric line was moved to the most southern corner of the Toney Burger Activity Center in order to accommodate the road change.  

The portion of the Burger Center property upon which the easement is proposed is actually the southwest corner of the Department of Transportation’s Saegert Bus Terminal parking lot.  The proposed easement is 480 square feet (approximately 10 feet wide by 48 feet long) and will accommodate an overhead electrical line that runs diagonally across the corner of the property, encroaching into the bus parking lot less than ten feet (see Exhibits “A” and “B”).

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATION

AISD’s Office of the General Counsel for Legal and External Affairs has determined that, similar to its responsibilities relative to the sale of surplus real property, the Board of Trustees must approve the granting of permanent public utility easements.  The opinion is based on interpretation of the Texas Education Code, Subchapter D (Powers and Duties of the Board of Trustees of Independent School District), Article 11.151 (General) and Article 11.154 (Sale of Property Other Than Minerals).

By virtue of AISD’s ownership of the Burger Center property, the District must approve the establishment of the easement.

Due to the overhead nature of the electrical utility and the absence of any physical encumbrances upon the easement, there is no compensatory consideration associated with the establishment of the easement.  AISD’s Construction Management staff has confirmed that the proposed easement will have no impact on the use of the Saegert Bus Terminal or the Toney Burger Activity Center.
