INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT

This agreement is entered into by and between the Contracting Parties shown below pursuant to the authority granted and in compliance with the provisions of the Interlocal Cooperation Act, Chapter 791, Texas Governmental Code.

I. Contracting Parties

II. Statement of Services to be Performed

Services in support of The Austin Independent School District’s Leadership Development Project, funded by the U.S. Department of Education 

(CFDA Number: 84.363A).  This project is a collaboration between Austin Independent School District and UT to provide leadership development activities for Austin Independent School District’s school principals and assistant principals.  The faculty and staff of the Department of Educational Administration will provide assistance, guidance, and direction to the project.  In addition, UT is providing three three-hour graduate courses per semester with a focus on school leadership issues, including management, vision, culture, instructional leadership, etc.  These funds will also support the provision of these courses.

III. Basis for Calculating Reimbursable Costs

Professional services provided for grant support will be charged at $500 to $1,000 per day, depending on the nature of the service.  For example, faculty assistance will be provided at $1,000 per day, while if Departmental staff is predominantly involved, the charge may be $500 per day.  Travel expenses for conferences related to the activities of the grant are also allowed.  Other services and supplies relevant to the grant will be billed as appropriate.  Finally, the University will bill Austin ISD in two lump sums, one at the beginning of the fall semester and one at the beginning of the spring semester.  

IV. Agreement Amount

The total amount of this Agreement shall not exceed $66,960.00, which includes indirect costs of 8% or $4,960.
V. Payment of Services

The Receiving Agency shall pay for services received from appropriation items or accounts of the Receiving Agency from which like expenditures would normally be paid, based upon vouchers drawn by the Receiving Agency payable to the Performing Agency.  

Payments for service performed shall be billed at the beginning of each semester, starting with 50% for the fall semester, 2003, and ending with 50% for the spring semester, 2004.  

VI. Term of the Agreement

This agreement shall begin on October 1, 2003, and shall terminate on September 30, 2005.

Certifications

The undersigned Contracting parties do hereby certify that each is authorized to perform the services required by this Agreement and that such services further a governmental function of Receiving Agency. Payment for the services performed by the Performing Agency will be made from current revenues available to the Receiving Agency.
