RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees authorize the Superintendent to enter into the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the Austin Independent School District and the Austin State Hospital.




BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The Austin State Hospital Day School with a staff of 6 teachers provide educational services to approximately 50 students who are temporarily hospitalized at the Austin State Hospital throughout the school year.  We also provide 4 teachers for educational services in classroom settings within the hospital for 50 girls who have been temporarily placed in Travis County, due to the flooding of their residential building in Comal County in July 2002. These girls have been determined by the State legal system to be a danger to themselves and others and are unable to attend the ASH Day School.


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


Because the State Hospital is located within the boundaries of AISD, we are obligated to provide educational services for the students residing or in treatment at the hospital during the school year.  Most are students already identified as students with disabilities. The District will receive State and Federal funding as appropriate to meet the educational needs. The program is supervised by an AISD Special Education Administrative Supervisor.
