BACKGROUND INFORMATION

On February 4, 2002, the Board approved the creation of the Cultural Connections to Teaching and Learning Task Force (CCTF). On February 25, 2002, in connection with the charge of the CCTF, the Board approved an Inter-Local Agreement with The University of Texas and Dr. Pedro Reyes and Dr. Juanita Garcia to fund a collaborative inquiry study of three AISD schools.  The primary goal of the study is to identify barriers to best practices and the means to overcome those barriers to ensure maximum academic opportunity and achievement for all students at those and similar campuses.  As part of this initiative, Drs. Reyes and Garcia have assembled a team of nationally recognized experts to assist them.  Gloria Ladson-Billings, Professor in the Department of Curriculum and Instruction at the University of Wisconsin-Madison and author of The Dreamkeepers (Jossey-Bass, 1997) and her latest book Crossing Over to Canaan, The Journey of New Teachers in Diverse Classrooms (Jossey-Bass, 2001), is on this team.  Professor Ladson-Billings is in Austin working on this project, and we are fortunate to have the opportunity to hear and learn from her.
