THIS INTERLOCAL COOPERATION CONTRACT AND AGREEMENT is entered into by and between the State Agencies shown below as Contracting Parties, pursuant to the authority granted and in compliance with the provisions of "The Interlocal Cooperation Act", Texas Government Code, Chapter 791.

CONTRACTING PARTIES:
The Receiving Agency: Austin State Hospital (ASH)





 
The Performing Agency: Austin Independent School District (AISD)





II.
STATEMENT OF SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED: 

A. Austin State Hospital will:

Supplies, Furniture, and Equipment

1. Furnish supplies, classroom furniture, and related educational materials for the instruction of students enrolled in the educational program and will provide for the usage of a facsimile machine and copier.

Students

2. Provide necessary psychological, medical, and social data to the Admission, Review, and Dismissal Committee for determining placement in the education program, as appropriate.

3. Obtain proper consent from parents or guardians prior to release of information.

4. Notify AISD staff when age eligible student enters ASH to fulfill child find requirements.

Buildings

5. Provide classrooms sufficient in number and properly equipped to care for the number of persons to be included in the educational program.

6. Care for and maintain all physical aspects of the educational facility.

B. Austin Independent School District will:

Teachers

1. Furnish appropriate staff who meet the Texas Education Agency certification requirements for the positions to which they are assigned.

2.  Be responsible for employment, appraisal, and dismissal of AISD staff assigned to the educational program at ASH.

Textbooks, Supplies, Furnishings, and Equipment

3.  Furnish state-adopted textbooks, teaching materials, and equipment to the ASH education program.

Students

4. Enroll all school-age patients who are receiving treatment at ASH in the Special Education Program if they meet eligibility criteria as outlined under federal law.  Enrollment in the program will be through the Admission, Review, and Dismissal process for Special Education students.  Regular education students will be enrolled according to AISD enrollment procedures.

5. Provide grades to students who are enrolled in the educational program and report cards to their parent(s) and/or guardian(s) and to their assigned unit at regular AISD reporting periods.

6. Provide instruction according to AISD curriculum for regular education unless otherwise determined by the Admission, Review, and Dismissal Committee.

C. Austin State Hospital and Austin Independent School District agree that:

Teachers

1. All AISD personnel assigned to the educational program at ASH will be under the supervision of an AISD Special Education Administrative Supervisor.  Day-to-day communication will be provided by the Director of Education and Rehabilitation through contact with the AISD Special Education Administrative Supervisor.

2. The ASH Director of Education and Rehabilitation and the AISD Special Education Administrative Supervisor will ensure that policies and procedures of ASH and AISD are adhered to by school district personnel assigned to ASH.  The ASH Director of Education and Rehabilitation and the Special Education Administrative Supervisor will work cooperatively to define and clarify areas of responsibilities of the two sponsoring agencies.

3.  AISD personnel assigned to ASH will follow the school calendar approved by the district.  Teaching schedules will be developed jointly by the AISD Special Education Administrative Supervisor and the ASH Director of Education and Rehabilitation to assure that students are offered the classes required by their individual education program.

4. All AISD personnel assigned to ASH will be required to attend in-service training planned by the hospital for the purpose of providing adequate orientation to the hospital procedures, guidelines, and duties of teachers within the mental health setting.  All schedules of in-service training will be jointly planned and coordinated by the ASH Director of Education and Rehabilitation and the AISD Special Education Administrative Supervisor.

5. All staff assigned by AISD to the special education program at ASH will maintain appropriate school records as required by AISD and hospital  records as required by ASH.  Monitoring the paperwork will be the responsibility of both agencies, respectively.

6. All teachers, specialized staff, and teacher assistants working in the special education program at ASH will be required to have an annual tuberculosis test which may be administered by the medical staff of said hospital at no expense to the individuals involved.

7.  The working hours for AISD teachers, specialized staff, and teacher assistants assigned to ASH will comply with current state and local district regulations.

Communication

8. The AISD Special Education Administrative Supervisor assigned to ASH and the Director of Education and Rehabilitation at ASH will exchange information on an ongoing basis regarding the educational program.  All communications regarding issues related to ASH and AISD will be signed by both of the above persons.
