RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees of the Austin Independent School District award diplomas to veterans of World War II who left high school in Austin prior to graduation to serve our country in the armed forces.
BACKGROUND INFORMATION


Senate Bill 387, passed by the 2001 Texas Legislature, enables public school districts to award high school diplomas to World War II veterans who left high school in their district prior to graduation to serve our country in the armed forces. This is the second year that the Austin School District has awarded diplomas to World War II veterans.

On the eve of Veterans Day 2003, the Austin School District desires to honor the “Service & Sacrifice” of these Austin veterans who gave up the benefits of education to go to war in defense of our nation.  Fourteen veterans are candidates for diplomas.  They attended Austin High School and Anderson High School.  Their distinguished war service during World War II was rendered in both the European and Pacific theaters.  

Each veteran will also receive a United States flag that has been flown over the U.S. Capitol in Washington D.C.  These flags will be presented by the Honorable Lloyd Doggett, U.S. Representative, 10th Congressional District.
