RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees selects an A/E or roofing consultant from the “Short List” of recommended firms to provide the necessary professional services for each of the “Third Year” 2002 Health and Safety Bond Program Projects.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

On August 22, 2003, the Construction Management Department issued a Request for Qualifications (RFQ) to all A/E and roofing consultant firms listed in the “Yellow Pages” of the local telephone directory.

Two hundred and sixty (260) A/E firms, and six (6) roofing consultant firms were furnished with solicitation documents.  Included in the documents were brief descriptions of the projects and an estimated construction budget for each project scheduled for implementation during the third year of the 2002 Health and Safety Bond Program.  Also included in the solicitation, was a questionnaire, which asked for information about the responding firms’ work experience, current work, the principals of the firm(s), workforce makeup and the age and stability of the firm.  Respondents were required to return questionnaires to the Construction Management Department by 3:00 PM on Thursday, September 25, 2003.

A total of forty-six (46) A/E firms, and three (3) roofing consultant firms submitted responses to the RFQ’s.
ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATION

Upon receipt of the responses to the RFQ’s, Construction Management staff performed an initial review of all information submitted and presented results to the AISD Screening Committee.  The Screening Committee reviewed the information presented and staff’s evaluation of each.  Subsequently, the committee submitted to the Superintendent for his final recommendation for the Board’s consideration and selection, in order of preference, the firms listed in Exhibit “A” (Short List”):
