RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees approves the recognition of the 35 schools designated Gold Performance Acknowledgement campuses for 2002 by the Texas Education Agency.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Thirty-five schools received a total of 47 acknowledgements under the new Gold Performance Acknowledgement system implemented by TEA.  This compares to 29 campuses having earned Additional Acknowledgement from TEA last year.  Attached are the criteria applied to each Gold Performance indicator for schools to earn such acknowledgement.

For the first time ever, an AISD high school has earned acknowledgement for having a substantial percentage of graduates completing the rigorous Recommended High School Program:  Bowie High School.

Three high schools received acknowledgement for AP / IB participation rates and performance:  Austin, McCallum, and Anderson High Schools.  Anderson High School also is acknowledged for the percentage of students completing advanced academic courses.  

A dozen AISD middle and junior high schools earned acknowledgment for performance on the Algebra I End-of-Course examination:  Kealing, Lamar, Burnet, O.Henry, Porter, Martin, Murchison, Webb, Bedichek, Covington, Bailey, and Small.

Six schools received acknowledgement for high attendance rates:  Bedichek Middle School and Andrews, Highland Park, Hart, Baranoff, and Cowan Elementary Schools.

Eight schools, including two high schools, earned acknowledgement for comparable improvement in TAAS Mathematics:  Anderson and Bowie High Schools; Clint Small Middle School; and Gullett, Highland Park, Summitt, Patton, and Kiker Elementary Schools.

Sixteen schools earned acknowledgement for comparable improvement in TAAS Reading:  Lanier, Crockett, Anderson, Bowie, and Akins High Schools; Murchison and Small Middle Schools; and Brentwood, Casis, Walnut Creek, Zilker, Pillow Wooldridge, Graham, Kiker, and Baranoff Elementary Schools.

Anderson High School received a total of four acknowledgments under the Gold Performance Acknowledgement system:  Comparable improvement in TAAS Reading and Mathematics scores, high performance and participation in AP / IB examinations.

It is with great pleasure that I recognize the thirty-five AISD schools that 

have been designated Gold Performance Acknowledgement campuses for

2002 by the Texas Education Agency.  These thirty-five schools received a total of 47 acknowledgements, compared to the 29 campuses having earned Additional Acknowledgement from TEA last year. 

In 2001, the Texas legislature enacted the Gold Performance Acknowledgement (GPA) system to acknowledge districts and campuses for high performance on indicators of performance other than those used to assign accountability ratings.  In 2002, districts and schools rated Academically Acceptable/Acceptable or higher may be acknowledged for high performance on selected indicators.
