RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees selects an architect, engineer, or roofing consultant from the “Short List” of recommended firms to provide the necessary professional services for each of the “Second Year” 2002 Health and Safety Bond Program Projects.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

On August 30, 2002, the Construction Management Department issued a Request for Qualifications (RFQ) to all architectural and all engineering firms listed in the “Yellow Pages” of the local telephone directory and to others that notified the Department of their interest in being notified of such solicitation, and on September 20, 2002, the Construction Management Department issued a RFQ to all local roofing consultants.

One hundred and sixty-one (161) local architectural firms, one hundred and twenty-nine (129) local engineering firms, and five (5) roofing consultant firms were furnished with solicitation documents.  Included in the documents were brief descriptions of the projects and an estimated construction budget for each.  Also included in the solicitation was a questionnaire, which asked for information about the responding firms’ work experience, current work, the principals of the firm(s), work force makeup and the age and stability of the firm.  Architectural and engineering respondents were required to return questionnaires to the Construction Management Department by 3:00 PM on Thursday, September 26, 2002.  Responses from the roofing consultants were due no later than 3:00 Thursday, October 10, 2002.

A total of thirty-one (31) architectural and engineering firms, and a two (2) roofing consultants submitted responses to the RFQs.
ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATION

Upon receipt of the responses to the RFQs, Construction Management staff performed an initial review of all information submitted and presented results to the AISD Screening Committee.  The Screening Committee reviewed the information presented and staff’s evaluation of each responding firm.  Subsequently, the committee submitted to the Superintendent for his final recommendation for the Board’s consideration and selection, in order of preference, the firms listed in Exhibit “A” (Short List”):

A synopsis of each of the firms recommended on the “Short List” is provided in Exhibit “B”.

Firm was established in 1987 and currently maintains a staff of ten (10), including four (4) registered architects, two (2) intern architects, two (2) designers, and two (2) clerical employees.  In a joint venture with Barnes and Associates, and Casabella Architects, the firm developed AISD’s prototypical elementary school design 


and provided architectural services on Casey, Hart, and Mills Elementary Schools.  Other AISD projects include additions and renovations to Maplewood Elementary School, and mold remediation and renovations at Boone Elementary School.  The firm has also provided services on numerous school projects for Lake Travis ISD, Leander ISD, and Eanes ISD.

HMG & Associates is a local mechanical, electrical, and plumbing (MEP) consulting firm specializing in public sector projects.  Most recent AISD projects for which the firm provided MEP engineering services include Patton Elementary School mold remediation and 


renovations and Small Middle School.  Other public sector clients for which the firm has provided MEP services include Eanes ISD, Lake Travis ISD, Round Rock ISD, La Grange ISD, Leander ISD, Northeast ISD, State of Texas, and University of Texas.
