These are diagnostic tests given three times a year.  TPRI & Tejas Lee results indicate that between 84% and 98% of AISD  K-2 students were reading at a “developed” level on these screening instruments by the end of the year.

The more complete Diagnostic Reading Assessment (DRA) test results indicate that between 61.8% and 76.4% of K-2 are reading on grade level by the end of the year.
