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Reading Modification: 1st Grade, 1st 9 Weeks

Read Aloud

Preview vocabulary

Read Aloud

Wait time for student response (i.e.:  3-5 seconds per response)

Role Play for understanding of language concepts (i.e.:  Book:  Windy Day "What would it be like to be outside on a windy 

day?)

Read Aloud

Provide visual references for anything that has multiple steps (i.e.  retelling a story, directions)

Read Aloud

After the first reading of the story, reinforce the understanding using visual and/or concrete objects (i.e.  Book:  Windy Day  - 

As the teacher reads the book, pass a hat or similar object around the classroom to demonstrate idea of wind blowing a hat 

through the air on a windy day.)

Read Aloud

Have student give feedback on the modeling at strategic intervals (i.e.  Student retells to check for understanding after 2-3 steps 

or at teacher discretion.)

Read Aloud 

Guided Reading

Have student illustrate words you would like him/her to focus on.  These can be done on note cards to create illustrated 

flashcards.  Student will be able to use pictures as clues to aid in recalling words.

Read Aloud 

Guided Reading

Have student verbalize answers in complete sentences. (Ex. "The setting of the story, or where the story takes place, is in the 

castle.")  Have set responses such as the example above so students can easily recall vocabulary of story elements when reading 

independently.

Read Aloud 

Guided Reading

 Have student illustrate the story's major events in order.  The student can dictate a sentence for each event to you, a peer buddy, 

or to parents for homework.

Word Study  

Guided Reading

After the first two weeks of rhyming - if Ss are unable to discriminate rhyming words, do an intensive lesson to teach Ss how to 

identify a rhyming word from a non-rhyming word. (i.e.: Sheep in a Jeep - teach rhyming through reading, pull rhyming and non-

rhyming words from text to explicitly teach rhyming from non-rhyming)

Guided Reading

Continue building automaticity for letter / sound relationships through opportunities for practice.  

Word Study  

Guided Reading

Provide student many opportunities to practice blending sounds into words with vowel patterns being taught in phonics lessons.

Word Study  

Guided Reading

In the phonics lesson, make sure the decodable text (used for guided reading) are the sounds that are being taught in the phonics 

lesson to strengthen  automatcity with letter / sound relationships and blending.

Word Study

Have the student reproduce words by drawing or tracing words on paper, in sand, shaving cream, or salt.  Have student place 

glue card letters (from Project Read) in order and trace letters with finger to form words.

Word Study

Have student make flashcards of high frequency words.  Student may practice these words with a partner and/or at home with 

parents.

Word Study

Give student a book on tape that is on the student's instructional level.  Student will then follow along while the tape plays.  You 

may need to tape yourself reading a leveled reader or Bonnie Kline story.

Have student review illustrated flashcards.

Guided Reading

Either pre write order of events on sentence strips or have student copy sentences onto sentence strips. *refer to 

summarizing/inferential in teacher guide for sample sentences. Keep sentences short (3-4 words) have student put sentence strips 

in order. If they master excercise cut each sentence strip into words and have student put each sentence in order.

Guided Reading

Have student re-listen to story on tape. Pre-write a paraphrase about the story and leave out missing key words for student to 

write in as they read the story.

Graphic organizer: Pre-write mixed up shortened sentences(if needed) *refer to summarizing/ inferential in teacher guide. Have 

student number sentences in order or cut out and paste in order depending on format used.

Word Study: make student list for individual copy or begin making student book for word wall words leave ample space after 

each word for reinforcement activities, (re-writing word,drawing word, pasteing matching letter of word, or defining word).

Shared Reading

Give student own copy of of word wall list.  Have student cut out the words and put them into a cup. Pair students up and let 

them take turns reading aloud and writing the word.

Fold a piece of paper into 4 squares and write the questions at the top of each square.  Have student answer each question using 

complete sentences and then put the sentences into paragraph form.

Reading Comprehension: Let students recall information by using the illustrations as guide.  Write down or have them write out 

and sequence their descriptions.

Reading Comprehension:  Break the story into simple statement starters.  Ex: The important thing about city mouse is_____,The 

important thing about country mouse is________.
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
