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Results Policy 2 states, “All students will think critically and analytically and will achieve at high academic levels that meet or exceed state and national performance standards, including the Texas Assessment of Knowledge and Skills (TAKS), effectively eliminating any achievement gap.”

Results Policy 3 states, “All students will demonstrate and understand the skills, knowledge, work habits, attitude, leadership and teamwork required by employers for success in the global 21st century workplace.”

On May 27, 2003, the Austin ISD Board of Trustees adopted measures and indicators for monitoring Results Policies 2 and 3.  This Executive Summary provides a brief overview of the attached complete monitoring report for Results Policies 2 and 3: Non-TAKS Indicators.  For each of the indicators shown below, a rating and narrative summary statement are provided.

Results Policy 2.1 English Language Arts 


· 2.1.1 Reading
Superintendent’s Compliance Rating of R2.1:  In Compliance with Exceptions
Summary of Compliance:

Primary Reading--TPRI & Tejas Lee results indicate that between 84% and 98% of AISD K-2 students were reading at a “developed” level on these screening instruments by the end of the year. Improvement gains were seen between 2002 and 2003 testing at most levels, with Spanish test takers making the most improvement.  In addition to the state-required tests, AISD administers an in-depth Diagnostic Reading Assessment (DRA).  [Attachments 1a,1b, and 1c]
Advanced Placement---Student participation in English AP courses increased by 3.4% from 01-02 to 02-03.  The number of students taking AP English exams increased by 10% from May 2002 to May 2003, but the number of student’s passing rate remained static. [Attachments 2, 3a, and 3b]

International Baccalaureate--The number of students taking IB English exams increased by 48% from May 2002 to May 2003.The number of students scoring 5 or above on IB English exams increased by 86% from May 2002 to May2003. [Attachments 4a and 4b]

Superintendent’s Compliance Rating of R2.1:  In Compliance
Summary of Compliance:

Advanced Placement---Student participation in English AP courses increased by 3.4% from 01-02 to 02-03.  The number of students taking AP English exams increased by 10% from May 2002 to May 2003, but the number of student’s passing rate remained static. [Attachments 2, 3a, and 3b]

International Baccalaureate--The number of students taking IB English exams increased by 48% from May 2002 to May 2003.The number of students scoring 5 or above on IB English exams increased by 86% from May 2002 to May2003. [Attachments 4a and 4b]

Results Policy 2.2 Mathematics
Superintendent’s Compliance Rating of R2.2:  In Compliance
Summary of Compliance:

Advanced Placement--Student participation in Math AP courses increased by 17.1% between 2002 and 2003.  The number of students taking AP Math exams increased by 34.2% and the passing rate increased by 28.2% from May 2002 to May 2003. [Attachments 2, 3a, and 3b]

International Baccalaureate--The number of students taking IB Math exams increased by 56% from May 2002 to May 2003. The number of students scoring 5 or above on IB Math exams increased by 71% from May 2002 to May2003. [Attachments 4a and 4b]

Results Policy 2.3 Science
Superintendent’s Compliance Rating of R2.3:  In Compliance
Summary of Compliance:

Advanced Placement--Student participation in Science AP courses increased by 1% from 01-02 to 02-03.  The number of students taking AP Science exams increased by 53% and the passing rate increased by 97% from May 2002 to May 2003. [Attachments 2, 3a, and 3b]

International Baccalaureate--The number of students taking IB Science exams increased by 34% from May 2002 to May 2003. The number of students scoring 5 or above on IB Science exams increased by 26% from May 2002 to May 2003. [Attachments 4a and 4b]
Results Policy 2.4 Social Studies
Superintendent’s Compliance Rating of R2.4:  In Compliance
Summary of Compliance:

Advanced Placement--Student participation in Social Studies AP courses increased by 6.5% from 01-02 to 02-03. The number of students taking AP Social Studies exams increased by 6.7% and the passing rate increased by 8.3% from May 2002 to May 2003. [Attachments 2, 3a, and 3b]

International Baccalaureate--The number of students taking IB Social Studies exams increased by 28% from May 2002 to May 2003. The number of students scoring 5 or above on IB Social Studies exams decreased by 6% from May 2002 to May 2003. [Attachments 4a and 4b]

Results Policy 2.5 Technology
Superintendent’s Compliance Rating of R2.5:  In Compliance
Summary of Compliance:

Course Credit--Students are required to earn one credit in technology applications as a condition of graduation. 97.35% of the 2003 graduates showed at least 1.0 credits in technology. 

Benchmark Testing--Benchmark assessments in technology are planned for development and piloting beginning in the Spring of 2004 at selected grades and campuses. 

Master Technology Teachers--Currently, AISD has 42 certified technology applications teachers.  

Results Policy 2.6 Second Language Proficiency
Superintendent’s Compliance Rating of R2.6:  In Compliance
Summary of Compliance:

English Language Learners Reading On-Grade Level--Diagnostic Reading Assessment (DRA) is administered in the fall and spring of each year.  2002-03 results indicate that between 73.2% and 76.4% of K-2 students met DRA requirements. 
English Proficiency--The number of students scoring at the beginning level of English language proficiency after four years in AISD are decreasing at all grade levels with the exception of students at grade nine. [Attachment 5]

Second Language Proficiency on National Exams—On the national Spanish Examination in 2002, 4 students ranked nationally; in 2003, 7 students ranked nationally.  On the national French Examination in 2002, 1 student ranked nationally; in 2003 0 students ranked nationally.

Second Language Proficiency on AP Exams—There was an increase of 47% in student participation in AP second language courses between 01-02 and 02-03 (from 406 to 565).  There was an increase of 69.7% of exams scoring a 3, 4, or 5 on the Advanced Placement exams (from 224 to 387).  . [Attachment 6]

Results Policy 3.1 Explore and Experience a Wide Range of Career Options
Superintendent’s Compliance Rating of R3.1:  Not Rated
Summary of Compliance:

These indicators were recently adopted by the Board of Trustees and baseline data has not been collected to determine growth or compliance.  Initial data will be collected the Spring of 2004 through year the administration of an end-of-year principal survey.
Results Policy 3.2 Graduate with a Jumpstart on College and Career
Superintendent’s Compliance Rating of R3.2:  In Compliance with Exceptions
Summary of Compliance:

Advanced Course Participation—A slight increase was noted in advanced course participation, with a 22.2% student participation in 00-01 and a 22.3% participation in 01-02.  There are gaps in participation between and among student groups. [Attachment 7]

AP Exam Participation and Passing Rates—There was a 17% increase in AP exam participation between 2002 and 2003 with a 17.5% increase in students scoring a 3 or higher. [Attachment 3a and 3b]
IB Exam Participation and Passing Rates—There was a 23.6% increase in IB exam participation between 2002 and 2003 with a 24.2% increase in students scoring a 5 or higher. [Attachment 4a and 4b]

Early College Start—More than twice as many early college start credits were earned in 02-03 than in 01-02 (100 compared to 204).  82% more courses were passed in 02-03 than in 01-02 (150 compared to 273).

Results Policy 3.3 Skills and Knowledge Required for Postsecondary Enrollment
Superintendent’s Compliance Rating of R3.3:  In Compliance 
Summary of Compliance:

SAT/ACT Participation—9.48% more students took the SAT in 2003 than in 2002, and 23.5% more students took the ACT in 2003 than in 2002. [Attachments 8a and 8b]

SAT/ACT Performance—SAT averages are above the state and national averages.  ACT average scores are within 1% of state and national averages. [Attachments 8a and 8b]

Postsecondary School Application—2260 final transcripts were requested last year.  No comparative data is yet available.

Increase in Recommended/Distinguished Plan Graduates—10.1% more students received the RHSP/DAP in 2002 than in 2003, resulting in an overall increase of approximately 20% since 2001.

Scholarship Offers and Value—4.2% more graduates received scholarship offers in 2003 than in 2001, and the average value of scholarships per student has increased by over $7,000 in that same time.
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
