CONTRACT BETWEEN AUSTIN INDEPENDENT SCHOOL DISTRICT

AND THE 

UNIVERSITY OF TEXAS AT AUSTIN

COLLEGE OF EDUCATION

I.
STATEMENT OF SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED:


The University of Texas at Austin (UT-Austin) and the Austin Independent School District (District) hereby agree to enter into this contractual agreement so that UT-Austin’s College of Education may provide evaluation and developmental services in the District’s work on the Leadership Development and High School Initiative Grants.  UT-Austin’s Center for Social Work Research will provide administrative functions for this project.  The four-phase project includes:  

· Development of a professional development plan for 12 AISD high school principals aimed at increasing student academic achievement.  

· Research into the reform of the UT Principalship Certification program to better prepare new high school principals with findings and recommendations submitted to the University of Texas and Austin Independent School District.  

· Research and submit a qualitative study into the reform of Reagan High School based on the 2003-04 reorganization.

· Submit a written research high school report that contains current strengths and challenges of AISD high schools to be completed by February 15, 2004.  The report should also contain findings and recommendations. 

II.
OVERSIGHT OF PROJECT

UT-Austin and the Austin Independent School District have selected an individual to oversee said project.  Said individual agrees to personally perform and oversee the responsibilities outlined in this agreement in a manner satisfactory to the District.  The individual may retain the right to delegate or assign certain duties to another individual within his or her employ, but such assignment may only occur after first receiving advance approval from the District’s contact person.  

III.
TERM OF CONTRACT


This contract is to begin August 19, 2003 and shall terminate on June 30, 2004, unless earlier terminated by the parties.  

IV.
CONTRACT AMOUNT AND PAYMENTS


The total amount of the contract shall not exceed Fifty-Four Thousand Four Hundred Twenty-Five ($54,425) Dollars.  District is not liable for any additional overhead expenses incurred in the completion of said project, including but not limited to, payments for supplies, materials, photocopies, facsimile transmissions, additional labor, etc. 


Payment for services shall be done on a monthly basis.  UT-Austin will submit monthly vouchers for payments to the District at the following address:

V.
TERMINATION OF CONTRACT


This contract may be terminated by the District if for any reason UT-Austin shall fail to fulfill in a timely and proper manner the obligations under this contract, in which event the District may terminate the contract by giving written notice of such termination and the effective date of the termination.  In the event of termination prior to the completion of the contract, UT-Austin shall be entitled to receive just and equitable compensation for any satisfactory work completed to the date of termination.  

VI.
HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT


UT Austin shall be solely responsible for payment of any employee(s) contracted to accomplish the obligations under this contract and shall provide, if required, workmen’s compensation insurance to protect from liability for injuries or damages to its employee(s) and shall further be responsible for the withholding and/or payment of any taxes or contributions imposed by any federal, state or local governmental entity by the reason of employment.  UT-Austin agrees to hold the District harmless from any and all liability that the District may incur, including without limitation, damages of every kind and nature, out-of-pocket costs and legal expenses, incurred by reason of UT-Austin’s negligence or breach of this contract to the extent permitted by Texas state law.

AGREEMENT TO ABIDE BY FEDERAL, STATE AND LOCAL LAWS


UT-Austin agrees to abide by all local ordinances and state and federal laws in the provision of the above-described services to the District, including but not limited to, the Americans with Disabilities Act, Section 504 of the 1973 Rehabilitation Act, the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act and Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972.

VIII. COPYRIGHT DECLARATION

All reports, studies, information, data statistics, forms, designs, plans, procedures, systems, computer programs, software, inventions or copyrightable work and any other materials or properties produced by the University of Texas under this Agreement shall be the sole and exclusive property of AISD.  No such materials produced in whole or in part under this Agreement shall be subject to commercial use, copyright or patent right by UT in the United States or in any other country without the express written consent of AISD.   AISD shall have a perpetual, paid-up, royalty-free license to use such materials for its own use.

AISD shall have unrestricted authority to publish, disclose, distribute and otherwise use, copyright or patent, in whole or in part, any such reports, studies, data, statistics, forms or other materials or properties produced under this agreement.
