That the Board of Trustees award a contract in the amount of $119,643.00 to Peak Pure Air, for the replacement of the air-conditioning chiller at Baker Administration Center.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION
The air-conditioning chiller at Baker Administrative Center is approximately 20 years old and is in poor operating condition. This equipment has been repaired numerous times and is in need of replacement. This chiller will be replaced with a type with increased electrical operating efficiency and lower operating sound levels. 

The engineering firm of HMG and Associates, Inc. was retained to provide the necessary design services and bid documents for the project.


The scope of the work includes removal of existing equipment and installation of the new 150-ton, air-cooled chiller. This project includes all related electrical work, hydronic piping and controls work with the required modifications, and factory authorized start up of the chiller.


Funds for this project are available from the annual maintenance and operations budget of the Construction Management Department.
