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RECOMMENDATION

Approval to implement a consulting agreement with The University of Texas in compliance with the Technology Application Readiness Grant for Empowering Texas (TARGET) grant ID # 263000221400133 to provide training to staff and students.  The proposed amount to be paid to The University of Texas is $67,545.




BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The University of Texas and AISD have entered into a partnership for the TARGET grant. AISD is the fiscal agent. In order to further enhance student learning in Reading and Language Arts, the SSRT program will contract with the University of Texas IDEA studio to provide digital video training to teachers and student from all 18 SSRT campuses. The training will consists of an initial session in which teachers and students will learn iMovie and receive a project-based assignment for their class. The participants will return after 5 to 7 weeks to receive follow-up training and complete their projects. There will be a “Learning Celebration” for students, parents, and teachers to showcase student projects. Each campus will receive a portable digital video studio.
