Purchase of Educational Programming Services from KLRU

RECOMMENDATION

That the Board approve renewal of educational programming services (instructional television, streamed video and web services) from KLRU at a cost of $1.50 per student for designated school year for a total of $110,553.




BACKGROUND INFORMATION

For over twenty years the AISD has subscribed to KLRU’s educational television programming services that are available to students and staff.  This subscription provides for access to over 2200 programs in areas such as science, math, language arts, bilingual education, and staff development, with over 1200 hours of programming during the school day plus 1000 hours between the hours of 12:00 a.m. and 4:00 a.m. for recording and later use.  In addition, new resources provided by KLRU include United Streaming—an internet-based tool that delivers streamed video vignettes correlated to core content and enrichment TEKS to teachers’ and students’ computer desktops—and Teacherline, a web-based professional development tool that highlights best practices in classroom instruction. The AISD and other school districts are member representatives of a KLRU advisory committee, which helps to select programming that is reviewed for content each year to assure that it is timely, relevant, appropriate, and requested by school campuses.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

Many campuses have built up video libraries from KLRU’s most popular programs.  Now, not only do campus librarians regularly tape broadcasts for their schools, but, using United Streaming, they can stream or download digitized video content correlated to core content and enrichment content directly to their AISD computers for use in classroom instruction.  In addition, the AISD replays KLRU programming on Channel 18.  Program guides provide synopses of the programs and suggestions for use in the classroom. 

KLRU collaborates with AISD in other areas such as the Ready to Learn Family Reading Workshops, training teachers to help parents read to their young children, and Mother Goose Family Science workshops.  KLRU present thousands of books to families through these programs each year.  KLRU staff members also present campus workshops upon request.
