BACKGROUND INFORMATION


Walnut Creek is in the third year of a three-year federal Improving Teaching and Learning grant.  This grant has enabled them to implement the Accelerated Schools model with the support of the Southwest Center for Accelerated Schools/Charles A. Dana Center at the University of Texas at Austin.  This model promotes academic rigor through enriched instructional programs to help all students achieve at high levels.  Members of the school staff have organized to transform every classroom into a “powerful learning” environment, where students and teachers are encouraged to think creatively, explore their interests, and make real world connections.


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


Over the last two years, the campus staff and stakeholders have taken stock and developed a shared vision with clear expectations for achievement.  Cadres have focused on the following areas:  reading, writing, mathematics, school climate, and powerful learning.  In this third year, the plans of the cadres are being finalized and implemented.  The continuing support of the Southwest Center for Accelerated Schools is critical to the successful implementation of the model and of the grant.  The grant will cover the entire costs related to this agreement.
