RECOMMENDATION

BACKGROUND INFORMATION
The two boilers at Lanier High School are approximately 20 years old and in poor operating condition. This equipment has been repaired numerous times and is in need of replacement. The boilers will be replaced with a type that has a greater operating efficiency. 

The engineering firm of Tom Green and Company Engineers, Inc. was retained to provide the necessary design services and bid documents for the project.


The scope of the project includes removal of existing equipment and installation of the new boilers. It also includes all related electrical, piping and controls work with the required modifications, and factory authorized start up of the equipment.
