BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The Department of Instructional Technology would like to enter into an interlocal agreement with The University of Texas to provide instructional technology services to Kealing Jr. High. These services will include placing a postgraduate instructional technology student to maintain the distance-learning lab and monitor an Algebra II class being taught from LBJ to Kealing students. This graduate assistant will also provide technical assistance and classroom support for teachers and students 20 hours per week. This is a pilot project between UT and AISD to possibly partner graduate students with AISD campuses in the future for instructional technology services and technical support. 


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


Students at Kealing Jr. High are benefiting from the technology available through the distance learning facility. Through this pilot project, it is the hope that future partnerships can be developed with UT to strengthen the use of available technology services and personnel for our students. The entire campus has an additional resource available for instructional technology support. The funds for this service will come from the Title II, Part D contracted services budget.
