RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees of the Austin Independent School District approve the appointment of the members of the Official Textbook Committee, Teacher Textbook Advisory Committees, and Citizens Textbook Advisory Committees.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION


In accordance with Board Governance Policy EL-13, the Board of Trustees each year appoints the Official Textbook Committee, the Teacher Textbook Advisory Committees, and the Citizens Textbook Advisory Committees.  The Official Textbook Committee is chaired by the Superintendent (or designee) and is comprised of teachers who serve as chairs of the various Teacher Textbook Advisory Committees.  The Teacher Textbook Advisory Committees, which include between four and fifteen teachers representing and ethnic and geographic balance of the District, will evaluate the instructional materials approved by the State Board of Education and formulate recommendations for new textbooks to be adopted by the District for use in classrooms in the subsequent school year.


The Citizens Textbook Advisory Committees are also appointed by the Board of Trustees and are comprised of at least one Board-nominated citizen per textbook subject area.  The Citizens Textbook Advisory Committees evaluate the state-approved instructional materials in conjunction with the Teacher Textbook Advisory Committees and formulate their own recommendations for new textbooks to be adopted in the subsequent school year.  None of the persons involved with the textbook adoption process may have received any kind of remuneration within the past three years from a publisher of a textbook under consideration for adoption by the District.
